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1.  Overview



	AOL Admin is a complete remote administration toolkit that

includes features specific to AOL 4.0.  This toolkit is composed of a 

server, which allows control of a computer, and the client, which 

is used to control a computer.  What this simply means is that if

someone has the server (or the “Trojan” as some call it) installed on

their computer and you know their IP address, then you can connect to

the server on their computer and control it with the client.  Getting a

user's IP address so you can connect to them is usually the hardest

part.



Here are a few ways I've discovered to get someone's IP address:

A)  Simply ask them what it is.

B)  Get some FTP or HTTP server or something then run it on your

    computer then send them a link to it (requires sending your IP

    address [unless you have a DNS such as RealDNS, www.realdns.com]

    which can open the risk to nukes and floods).  When they log into

    it, if it's a good server program, then it will tell you they've

    connected along with their IP address.  This is a good one that I

    have found to work many times because people don't know better.

C)  Scan a range of IP addresses to search for a running AOL Admin

    server.

D)  By receiving a message from the user via the auto-notify feature.

    See Section 2 for more information on this.



If you're an average user, then I'm guessing you are thoroughly

confused by now.  Don't worry.  Just mess around, ask questions, etc.

and pretty soon you'll get it all.





2.  Operation



	To operate AOL Admin you must first know the IP address of a

computer that is running the AOL Admin Server.  There were three ways

discussed in Section 2 on how you can get a user's IP address.  One

thing to note is, that AOL uses dynamic IP addressing.  Meaning that a

user's IP address changes every time they log on.  This can really

become a major detriment sometimes.

	The Auto-Notify feature in AOL Admin sends you a message with

the user's IP address if you are online (must be on AOL).  To enable

this feature you must first find a user running AOL Admin and you must

get their IP address.  Once connected with the Client, just go over to

the 'Other' tab and find the item in the tree about Auto-Notify.  From

there you can change it so the screen name you specify will be sent an

Instant Message with server's IP address every time they go online.

	The Host Finder will scan the checked sub
-
nets for the open

port specified.  Leave the default value to scan for AOL Admin hosts.

This is by far the fastest port scanner I have ever seen!  A good idea

is to scan the sub
-
net you are currently on.

	Unless you are a very experienced user then I do not suggest

you run the AOL Admin Server on your computer.  It has various methods

of eluding detection and can be very hard to remove.  The client is

perfectly fine to run.

	After you have someone's IP address then open up the AOL Admin

Client and enter it in the first text box.  Then hit 'Connect' and if

it connects successfully, you're in luck.  If you get other errors such

as 'Connection refused...' then they are either not online, not running

the server, or you are not online.

	Once you've connected, just navigate around a play around

seeing what all you can do.  My f
avorite feature is the mailbox.






3.  Distributing



	Distributing the AOL Admin Server to victims is not as easy as

it may sound.  You're probably thinking "
Hey
, I just send em the

server and the stupid 
idiot runs it and I own em!
"  Not quite.  Both

the AOL Admin Server and Client were both made in Visual Basic 6.  (Go

ahead and decompile it for all I care.  Not like there's really

anything that special in the code.)  What this means is that you must

include the Visual Basic 6 runtime files with the server.  If they

already have them, which most people don't because VB6 is fairly new,

then they won't need these runtimes again.  To do this you need to

include the following files.  Which were all installed on your system

when you installed the toolkit.  msvbvm60.dll, mswinsck.ocx, and

oleaut32.dll  The main problem of this is that these files cannot just

be thrown in with a zip file.  They need to be put into the system

directory and in the case of oleaut32.dll, registered.  That's why I

have included a setup program with this toolkit that will install and

update these files.  (vbrun60.exe, in the directory you installed the

toolkit to)  A good idea to do this would be to get some cheap setup

maker, such as Setup Factory or InstallShield and have it install the

vbrun60.exe file then execute it then install the server and run it.

Disguising this setup program as something like a game always works

good.
  Note:  The server program is called stuff.exe ion the directory you chose to install 
it to.






4.  Acquiring



	AOL Admin may be acquired from my site.  Since my site is

hosted on XOOM and always has the risk to be terminated, here's a

couple redirectors that will always work.

Removing The Server





	Since there is such a large number of idiots out there that love to do exactly the opposite of what is recommended, it
’s almost necessary
 to include a section on this.  During installation you are advised not to run the server and in this file you are too, so, 
don
’t run the freaking 
server
!  It is Trojan to be sent out to your victims.

”, minus the quotes.

Navigate through the registry till you get to 
‘
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\
Microsoft\Windows\CurrentVersion\Run
’
 then delete the key called 
‘dat92003
’.


Step 3:  Reboot then go to your system directory (usually C:\windows\system) and delete the file called 
‘
dat
9
2003.exe
’
.  It is hidden a
utomatically so you must go to your 
‘Folder Options
’ under the 
‘View
’ menu and set it to show all files.






Running The Server In Test Mode





	There
’s a little feature with the server that lets you test it out on your local computer
,
 if you want,
 without having to get infected.  Just simply start up the server program with the 
“-test
” command line argument, minus the quotes.
  If you don
’t understand what that means then here
’s an explanation:  Go to 
‘
Run
…
’ on the 
‘Start
’ menu then type in  the path and file name of the server, or use the 
‘Browse
’ button to
 
find it.  It should be in the folder you installed it to.  By default it is 
“C:\Program Files\AOL Admin\server.exe
”.  After you find it and have i
t typed
 in the text box there, stick 
“-test
” right after it, separated 
by a space.  
(N
ote: If you used the 
‘Browse
’ button and there are quotes around the patch, stick the 
“-test
” after the quotes, separ
ated by a space)
  It will then t
ell you i
t
’s in 
test mode
, after about 10 seconds
.  You can use Ctrl + Alt + Del to close it.





	Note:  The shortcut placed in the 
‘
AOL Admin
’
 folder on the 
‘Start
’ menu will start the server in test mode.

Another Important Note:
  All functions of AOL Admin which rely on going to a keyword, such as Locate Member, Send T
o Keyword, and Send Instant Message, will only work with some versions of AOL 4.0.  There are a variety of different versions of AOL 4.0 and some of which, it will not work on.  This is because it must click the 
‘Keyword
’ button on the toolbar, which is only found on some AOL 4.0 versions.  If you are a Visual Basic programmer and know of a way to click th
e Send Instant Message menu item
 from the toolbar then please mail me about it.
